Measure Title: M6.1 Rotterdam: P and R Pricing Strategies for Target Groups
Measure Field:
Integrated pricing strategies
Short Description:

Ensure the availability of parking spaces for public transport users at a P+R site “Rotterdam Alexander" The innovative aspect is that people who park their car and continue to travel by public transport do not have to pay for use of the parking spaces. By showing the public transport ticket, free exit is ensured.

Short Description:

In the Rotterdam region everybody can park at the P+R sites for free. The Rotterdam Alexander site is close to a metro/intercity-train station and it has 535 parking places. A lot of non public transport users make use of the P+R site to go shopping or working in the area instead of using the P+R for its main purpose.

Municipality of Rotterdam owns the P+R-lot and does the upkeep.
